
A very important issue will be on the horizon for the
new City Council this year and that is non-conforming
resort housing. As we understand it, there are three cate-
gories and the one that directly affects us includes the
smaller resorts, specifically Mitchell’s Sandcastles, 4015
and the Blue Dolphin. These resorts have had a long histo-
ry of short-term rentals and due to the limited number of
units (30 in all), and because of the need, they were grant-
ed continuing non-conforming status. The City Council is
about to examine all non-conforming resorts, so our mem-
bers will want to pay close attention to what is happening.
Currently, the Land Development Code 86-2 restricts any
further development to these land areas to single family
dwellings only. (See also Martin Packard’s article further in
this newsletter). In our January, 2009 Board meeting, Bob
Duffy made an excellent presentation and we have made it
available if you would like it.
During the past year, the Board discussed a relatively small
numbers of complaints and observations; none has required
Board involvement to solve. We have had another peaceful
and beautiful year on Sanibel.
We again thank our web site sponsors who fund our
changes and maintenance. In addition to publishing our
Board meeting notes and upcoming events in the local
papers, we also post them on our web site. We are in the
process of adding more vendors to our Recommended
Vendor List and you are encouraged to go to
www.www.rockscivicassn.org when you are looking for a
service provider.
To keep our records straight and improve our communica-
tions, let us know when you change emails or addresses.

I would like to
thank Patti Farst, who has kept our data base current,
helped identify opportunities for new memberships, print-
ed labels and watches our email. We couldn’t keep any of
this going without her valuable service.
As I close my tenure as a Board member of the Sanibel
Rocks Civic Association and, for the last several years, as
President, I want to thank the other Board members. We’ve
had a lot of fun and much interactive conversation while

accomplishing our mission, all with a keen awareness of
how special our area is. I encourage you members to sign
on to the Board, the time commitment is relatively minimal
and the need will be even greater, if we ever have to mobi-
lize to preserve our area from the West Wind Inn to the end
of West Gulf Drive and all the streets that touch it.

ELECTIONS FOR CITY COUNCIL
On February 26, 2009 from 1-3pm the five candidates for

the three open City Council seats have agreed to speak to our mem-
bership. The Board also agreed to post this invitation for the gen-
eral public in the island newspapers, since we are using the Sanibel
Community Center and there will be ample seats. We are using a
casual format, where the five candidates have 20 minutes each to
use as they like to get their messages across. We ask only that they
answer the questions relating to their views on certain current Land
Development Codes, specifically the one that addresses the non-
conforming resorts along West Gulf and then the more general har-
mony question in section 86.43.

3 RESORTS TO BE UNDER CODE REVIEW
The City of Sanibel has indicated it is going to address

the issues presented by ‘non-conforming’ properties. Our
Sanibel Rocks Civic Association is particularly sensitive to
this issue as Mitchell’s Sandcastles (3951 West Gulf Dr), Forty
Fifteen (4015 West Gulf Dr) and the Blue Dolphin (4227 Wet
Gulf Dr) resorts are all non-conforming uses. These business-
es were grandfathered in when the Sanibel Land Use Code was
adopted.
Section 86.2 of the Sanibel Land Use Code provides that any
redevelopment of these specific properties must be limited to
single family housing. Two of the properties are contiguous
and have a combined area of 6.22 acres. This land mass has
two separate ecological zones, A and E2. The A ecological
zone is Gulf Beach Zone and E2 is Gulf Beach Ridge Zone.
The 1974 Coastal Construction Line represents the demarca-
tion between these zones. New development or redevelopment
must occur landward of this 1974 line. Additionally, there is a
height restriction of 35 feet, a coverage restriction of 25% and
a maximum developed areas restriction of 30%. These restric-
tions limit redevelopment of these properties and insure the
homogeneity of our neighborhood. Your association keeps
informed and will continue to try to keep the membership
informed on this issue and any changes that may be proposed.
